In the recent months, it has been brought to the attention of the Executive 
Board of the Youngstown Dart Association that the sportsmanship of  some 

Members is becoming unacceptable and in direct conflict with the YDA 

By-Laws and Rules governing play. The Executive Board has received
written  complaints as well as phone calls and personal conversations.

According to the Rules and By-Laws, it is the captain of both teams who is

responsible for the smooth running of each match (Article XXII  Section 7) 

and any disputes that arise during the course of play must be settled in

private conference of the Captains only (Article XXII Section 8 ). Heckling

or other harassment is strictly forbidden. It is each Teams Captain’s 
responsibility to maintain the best order on his/her team during league play

(Article XXV Section 1) .

If any Team Captain can not or will  not follow the Rules and By-Laws of 

the Y.D.A., he or she will become the object of investigation for causing
and/or allowing members of their team to engage in unacceptable behavior.

In the absence of Team Captain, the Co-Captain is in charge of the team . 

This investigation can result in and up to expulsion from the league. We will 

not accept any disruptive and/or disrespectable behavior from anyone in this 

League.  Please do not allow a few to tarnish the name of darts for everyone.
